The vehicle continued at a high rate of speed failing to stop at a stop sign before continuing east on Thornhill Street.  The vehicle was observed weaving in its lane at which time police activated emergency lights and siren.  The vehicle made a wide right turn onto 11th Street striking a traffic light standard and knocking it over into the middle of Thornhill Street, which blocked east bound traffic.  The vehicle continued and stopped in an open parking lot.  Police approached the vehicle and observed the driver to show signs of impairment at which time he was placed under arrest.  There were two passengers as well as open liquor within the vehicle.  The driver provided samples of his breath that were analyzed at 170mg%.   The 42 year old Morden resident is charged with Driving Impaired as well as Driving over .08.  He will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in November.

$11,585.00.
Two Morden residents were arrested at the scene and are facing charges.  In addition to the items seized during the search, 34 year old Christopher Lee KIRBY was arrested and found to be in possession of a quantity of cocaine, marihuana, two cell phones, a drug pipe with residue and cash.  KIRBY is charged with Possession of a Controlled Substance: Cocaine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking: Cocaine,   Possession of a Controlled Substance: Methamphetamine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking: Methamphetamine, Possession of a Controlled Substance: Marihuana, Possession for the  Purpose of Trafficking: Marihuana, Possession of  a Controlled Substance: Cannabis resin, Possess of a Weapon for a Dangerous Purpose and Possess Property Obtained by Crime.

A second individual, 25 year old Michael Bernhard KEHLER was arrested and found to be in possession of several baggies of cocaine, two cell phones, keys to a safe and cash.   KEHLER is charged with Possession of a Controlled Substance: Cocaine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking: Cocaine, Possession of a  Controlled Substance: Methamphetamine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking: Methamphetamine, Possession of a Controlled Substance: Marihuana, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking: Marihuana and Possess Property Obtained by Crime.

Police received five separate reports of vandalism to vehicles at various locations throughout Morden overnight.  In all incidents, windows were smashed but nothing appeared missing from within the vehicles.  Police are asking anyone with information to call the Morden police Service at 822-4900.
July 9th, 2011 
Police received a complaint from an individual that he was forced into a vehicle, driven out to a remote area and assaulted by two males.   One of the accused then threatened to kill the victim and rape his girlfriend.  The next day, the same two accused attended to the girlfriend of the victim and unlawfully entered her residence.  Police are continuing their investigation with a possible link to the local drug trade.
27 year old Winnipeg resident, Kuol Thomas MADIT is charged with 1 count of Unlawfully in a Dwelling House, 2 counts of Uttering Threats, 1 count of Assault, 1 count of Kidnapping, 1 count of Breath of Recognizance and 1 count of Breach of Probation.
23 year old Morden resident, Evan Kyle GANDIER is charged with 1 count of Unlawfully in a Dwelling House, 1 count of Uttering Threats, 1 count of Assault, 1 count of Kidnapping, and 1 count of Possession of a Controlled Substance.
Both were remanded into custody and appeared in Portage Provincial Court July 11th.
July 11th, 2011 
Police received 3 separate reports of break and enters this week.  Two attempts were made on residences where entry was not gained.  The third break in was to Morden Concrete where suspects forced their way in through a door and removed some cash and debit cards.  Police are continuing their investigation and ask anyone with information to call the Morden Police Service at 822-4900.

June 27th, 2011 
Morden Police Service received a report of a break and enter to a shed at Wiebe’s Trenching in Morden.  The break in occurred sometime over the weekend.  Some minor mischief was caused inside but nothing appeared to be missing.

June 27th, 2011 
Police received another report of an attempt break in at Floral Scents in Morden.  Suspects attempted to enter the business through a back door but were unsuccessful.

July 1st, 2011 
Police have charged a 27 year old Morden resident with Obstruct Peace Office and Resist Arrest following a routine traffic stop.  One of the passengers was asked to exit the vehicle after police observed open liquor inside.  The individual was uncooperative with police and was arrested for Obstruct Peace Officer.  He resisted and was combative while police continued to bring him under control.  He was released on a Promise to Appear with conditions and will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in July.

Canada Day celebrations were fairly quiet with no major incidents to report.

WINKLER MALE CHARGED WITH DRUG TRAFFICKING
June 13th, 2011
On June 12th at about 12:33am, members of the Morden Police Service had reason to stop a vehicle for driving erratically as well as having faulty equipment.  While speaking with the driver, he was observed to discard a clear plastic bag of green pills within the vehicle. He was detained for further investigation and admitted that the pills were ecstasy.   A further search of the vehicle revealed approximately 800 small plastic baggies, 46 grams of marihuana, 28 grams of hashish, a digital scale, packaging materials, other drug paraphernalia and cash.   The estimated street value of all substances seized is $1785.00.

21 year old Winkler resident, Curtis Matthew Muilenburg, is charged with Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Ecstasy, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Ecstasy, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Marihuana, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Marihuana, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Hashish, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Hashish, Possession of Property Obtained by Crime and Breach of Probation.

Morden Police Service also kept busy over the weekend with various calls for service, many noise related.

With the warm weather underway, the outdoor activities start to increase.  A reminder that the Town of Morden does have a Noise By-Law in place to regulate unnecessary and harmful noise.  We ask that people respect the privacy of their neighbors by limiting the noise of various activities.  Most of the complaints we receive during the summer months involve that of music playing loudly or gatherings where the noise level is disturbing.   The Noise By-law is enforceable when a person creates a noise nuisance at a point of reception at any time which disturbs another person.  For those that would like to have a look at the Noise By-Law #16-03, it is on the Town of Morden website or you may stop by to get a copy from our office.

Camp fires and pit barbeques are permitted between the hours of 8:00am and 12:00 midnight when attended by an adult, provided the operation thereof does not create a nuisance. When unattended, the said camp fire or pit barbeque must be completely extinguished.  Any camp fires or pit barbeques must be located a safe distance from any building or other combustible material.

ARSON ATTEMPT AT PHARMASAVE
June 6th, 2011
On June 4th at about 5:30pm, Morden Police Service received a call from Pharmasave in Morden to report someone lighting a fire inside their building. Police attended and were advised a 12 year old boy entered the store around closing to use the washroom. Employees became suspicious when they realized the boy had left the store, but the bathroom door was locked. Upon entering the bathroom, employees observed smoke inside and flames coming from a rubber garbage can. The fire was extinguished with minimal damage. The boy was found just outside the store and taken into custody. The 12 year old Morden resident is charged with Arson and will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court July 12th.

Morden Police Service is investigating several thefts from motor vehicles that occurred around the 20th of May. Approximately 10 unlocked vehicles were entered and rummaged through with a variety of items being taken. Items such as ipods, GPS’s, CD’s, wallets and lose change were removed from the various vehicles. These thefts occurred at random locations throughout the community.

Once again, police are reminding citizens to lock their vehicles and avoid leaving any items of interest in plain view. This just entices suspects to enter the vehicles when they can see these items inside. Every year, we have a couple incidents where these random thefts from vehicles occur. People get complacent after awhile and forget to lock up their vehicles, so this is just another reminder to help prevent these senseless thefts. As well, it would be beneficial for people to mark down the make, model and serial numbers of their items and keep them in a safe place. This information is important to have for police not only at the time of the theft, but also if the items are recovered to successfully match up to their owners. 

Morden Police Service is also investigating a break, enter and theft from the Baseball Concession stand at the Access Events Centre grounds. Sometime between May 19th and the 22nd, suspects entered the concession stand and took various food items from within. Some of the packaging from the various food items was found in a nearby ball dugout. Police are asking anyone with information about this incident to call the Morden Police Service at 822-4900 or Crimestoppers
ATV DRIVER CHARGED WITH IMPAIRED
May 16, 2011
On the 15th of May at approximately 3:00am, Morden Police Service received a call from an on duty RCMP member advising of an ATV four-wheeler driving on Conner Hill Drive in Morden.  The officer caught up to the ATV travelling on Pembina Drive at which time the driver jumped off the machine, discarded a beer can, and fled on food into a yard.  Morden Police Service apprehended the driver a short time later lying down in a yard in the general area.  He showed signs of impairment and was arrested for impaired driving.  Breath tests on the driver were obtained and analyzed at 130mg%.
The 37 year old Morden resident was charged with Impaired Driving, Driving over .08 as well as Trespass at night.  He was released on a Promise to Appear in Morden Provincial Court in June.
SEARCH WARRANT ENDS IN CHARGES
May 9, 2011
Morden Police Service has charged a 36 year old Morden resident after executing a Drug Search Warrant on a home May 6th.  Police seized a quantity of marijuana along with various items of drug paraphernalia consistent with Trafficking in a Controlled Substance.
Charged is Gustavo Cornelio Salazar with Possession of Controlled Substance to wit: Cannabis and Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Cannabis.  He was released on a Recognizance and will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court June 28th.
Morden Police Service has also charged a 28 year old Morden resident after a report of a Domestic dispute on Friday, May 6th.  A man attended his ex-wife’s residence where the two got into a discussion and argument.  The victim asked her ex-husband to leave several times, but he refused.  The accused continued to become more upset as the conversation went on and refused to let the victim leave her house.  At one point, the man obtained a small knife from the kitchen and motioned towards the victim, cutting her on the hand.  The man then ripped the phone off the wall and threw it, causing it to break into pieces.  The victim attempted on several occasions to leave, but was forced to stay in the house by being pushed down and kicked.  The victim was held against her will in the home for approximately 7 hours before being allowed to leave for work.
The accused is charged with one count of Assault with a Weapon, Assault, Forcible Confinement, Mischief under $5000.00 and Breach of Undertaking.  He was remanded into custody and transported to the Winnipeg Remand Centre where he awaits his next court appearance.
MEDIA RELEASE FOR MAY 2, 2011

Morden Police service is investigating a break, enter & Theft from the Traveller’s Inn in Morden.  In the early morning hours of April 28th, suspects entered the business and made off with several thousands of dollars from an office and the Video Lottery Terminals.  Suspects entered the building through a side door and then made their way throughout various areas removing money along with some computer equipment.  The total amount taken was in excess of $5000.00.
Anyone with information regarding this incident is asked to call the Morden Police Service at 822-4900 or Crimestoppers.
On the 29th of April at around 6:10pm, Morden Police Service received a 911 call of a motorcycle accident on Birchwood Drive.  Police attended and observed the single occupant of the motorcycle lying on the roadway and being tended to by friends.  The 26 year old driver was observed to have injuries to the side of his abdomen and was transported to Boundary Trails Health Centre for treatment.  The extent of his injuries are unknown at this time.  The driver indicated the accelerator on his motorcycle stuck, causing him to hit the curb and lose control.  Police are still investigating the incident.
MEDIA RELEASE FOR APRIL 11, 2011
On the 10th of April 2011, Morden Police Service had reason to stop a vehicle for driving in a suspicious manner.  Upon speaking with the driver, police observed an open case of beer at the passenger’s feet.
The driver showed signs of impairment and was subsequently arrested.  Samples of the driver’s breath was analyzed at 220mg%, almost 3 times the legal limit.  The driver was also prohibited from operating a motor vehicle.
A 22 year old Winkler resident is charged with Impaired Driving, Driving over .08, Drive Prohibited as well as Carry Liquor in a vehicle contrary to the Liquor Control Act.  He will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in May.
On the 6th of April 2011, Morden Police Service was on general patrol when they noted a vehicle travelling at a high rate of speed as well as driving in an erratic manner.  The vehicle was stopped and the driver was unable to produce a valid driver’s license.  It was determined the driver was suspended from driving a motor vehicle in the Province of Manitoba.  The driver was being escorted back to the police vehicle when he attempted to throw a pill bottle under the police vehicle.  The bottle was retrieved and found to contain a pill and small baggies containing a substance believed to be methamphetamine.  The driver was questioned about the substance and admitted he believed the substance to be meth as well, but was holding it for someone.  Also seized from within the vehicle was a small baggie of a green leafy substance believed to be marijuana, a pipe with white residue, and zig zag papers.  The driver was on a Probation Order and Undertaking with conditions to abstain from the possession of non-prescriptions drugs and to keep the peace and be of good behavior.
18 year old Corny Zacharias of Reinfeld is charged with 2 counts of Breach of Probation, 2 counts of Possession of a Controlled Substance, Drive While Suspended, as well as 1 count of Fail to Comply with an Undertaking.  He was remanded into custody where he remains awaiting his next court appearance.
BRIEF PURSUIT ENDS IN 20-YEAR-OLD'S ARREST
April 6th, 2011
On April 2nd 2011 at approximately 2:50am, Morden Police Service was on general patrol when they observed a vehicle travelling west bound on Hwy. #3 in excess of the speed limit and operating in an erratic manner.  Police activated their emergency lights in an attempt to pull over the vehicle, but it sped away from police.  The vehicle turned into the driveway of Wiebe’s Funeral Home in an attempt to lose police, but lost control of his vehicle hitting a snowdrift.  Police approached the vehicle and driver, but he refused to shut off or exit his vehicle.  Police had to remove the driver from the vehicle at which time he resisted and was eventually handcuffed and arrested.  Upon arrest, the accused was found to be in possession of a ziplock baggie containing a brown substance believed to be Hash.  The driver showed signs of intoxication and a breath demand was made. The 20 year old Morden area resident refused to provide adequate samples of his breath for analysis and was subsequently charged with one count of Impaired Driving, one count of Refusing to provide a breath sample, one count of Flight from Police, one count of Resist Arrest, Possession of a Controlled Substance, Novice Driver with Alcohol in Blood as well as 4 counts of Breach of Conditional Sentence Order.  The accused was on the Conditional Sentence Order as a result of charges dating back to 2009 which included 14 counts of Break, Enter & Theft. He also has a previous charge of Impaired Driving from 2009.  The accused was remanded back into custody where he remains awaiting his next court date.
MARCH 8, 2011 INCIDENT SUMMARY
After a lengthy investigation, Morden Police Service has charged a 14 year old male youth with 3 counts of sexually related offences against a 7 year old youth.  The youth is charged with one count of Sexual Assault, one count of Sexual Interference and one count of Invitation to Sexual Touching. He was released on a Promise to Appear and Undertaking with conditions and will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in April.
Morden Police Service has charged a 17 year old male youth with one count of Break, Enter & Theft as well as one count of Breach of Probation.   On Feb.23rd, police received a report of a break and enter to a residence in Morden where a laptop computer and a big screen television were taken.  The youth has a previous conviction for break and enter and is currently on probation for Theft under $5000.00.  He was remanded into custody and will be appearing at a later date in Morden Provincial Court.
On February 24th, 2011 at approximately 2:55 pm, Morden Police Service was advised of a fight that had occurred between some students outside the Ecole Morden Middle School in Morden.  It was learned that an unknown male, later identified as a 16 year old male youth, attended the High School and became engaged in a verbal altercation with two students.  The altercation escalated to the point where the accused brandished a knife at the victims, briefly lost control of the weapon and then regained it.  The accused then left the premises in possession of the weapon after being advised to do so by High School staff.  It was learned the accused had issued threats against the two victims stating he would burn down their houses and watch their families die.  As well, he indicated that he had a gun and would use it on both the victims.  Police have arrested the youth and seized the weapon involved in the incident. The 16 year old male youth is charged with two counts of Utter Threats, one count of Possession of a  Weapon for a Dangerous Purpose, and Carry a Concealed Weapon. The youth was released on a Promise to Appear with conditions and will be appearing Morden Provincial Court in March.  The youth has had previous involvement with police and was charged with Assault Cause Bodily Harm as well as Break, Enter and Theft.  These charges were diverted to Alternative Measures.
On the 25th of February , Morden Police Service was on general patrol when they observed a vehicle pull off a side street and quickly accelerate down the roadway, weaving in it’s lane.  Police attempted to catch up to the vehicle which continued to speed away and slide around intersections.  The vehicle finally came to a stop on North Railway Street where police approached the vehicle and spoke with the driver. Two open cases of beer were observed in the back seat behind the driver.  The driver showed signs of impairment and upon arrest of the individual, a plastic baggie containing approximately 50 capsules of a substance was found in his possession.  It is believed the substance to be methamphetamine.  The driver provided samples of his breath that were analyzed at 90mg%.  The 23 year old male is charged with Driving Impaired, Driving over .08, Possession of a Controlled Substance, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking and Breach of Probation.  He will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in April.
Police were called to two separate domestic disputes within a two day period.  The first incident occurred February 26th when an argument began between a couple which led to the husband hitting the wife in the back of the head.  The accused was arrested and charged with Assault.  He will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court in March.  The second incident February 27th, occurred after the accused and victim were out drinking.  They returned to a friend’s residence at which time the accused became upset and tried to harm herself.  The victim stepped in to try and help, but the accused slapped the victim across the face.  The accused is charged with one count of Assault and will be appearing in Morden Provincial court in April.
A 16 year old male youth has been remanded into custody following several charges of Breaching his Probation and Undertaking.  On the 27th of February, Morden Police Service conducted a curfew check on the youth at his residence but he was not home.  Later that evening, police found the accused at another residence where he was subsequently arrested.  The youth was under the influence of alcohol at the time as well.  The youth was charged with Fail to comply with Probation Order to wit: Abide by a Curfew, Fail to comply with Probation Order to wit: Abstain from the Consumption of Alcohol, Fail to comply with Undertaking to wit: Abide by a Curfew, Fail to comply with Undertaking to wit: Abstain from the Consumption of Alcohol, and Consume Liquor Under 18 Years of age.  The youth was initially on these orders as a result of previous charges including 2 counts of Theft under $5000.00, 4 counts of Break, Enter & Theft, one count of Possession of a Controlled Substance, Fail to Comply with a Probation Order, and Possession of a Weapon obtained by Crime.
MORDEN POLICE ARREST THREE IN DRUG SEARCH WARRANT
January 31st, 2011
Morden Police Service have two male adults in custody following the execution of a Drug Search Warrant on a residence the evening of January 29th.  Police seized quantities of various illegal substances along with cash and drug paraphernalia.
Amongst the substances seized was Marihuana, cocaine, and Psilocybin (magic mushrooms) including a multi-stage mushroom grow operation. The estimated street value of the illegal substances is $10,500.00.
Charged is 19 year old Merrick Joel WIELER with Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Cocaine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Cocaine, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Marihuana, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Marihuana, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin (magic mushrooms), Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Psilocybin, and Production of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin.
Also charged is 19 year old Colin Jeffrey FRIESEN with Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Cocaine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Cocaine, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Marihuana, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Marihuana, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin (magic mushrooms), Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Psilocybin, Production of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin, and 3 counts of Breach of Probation.
A third female, Krisha Nadine WHALE, is charged with Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Cocaine, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Cocaine, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Marihuana, Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Marihuana, Possession of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin (magic mushrooms), Possession for the Purpose of Trafficking to wit: Psilocybin, and Production of a Controlled Substance to wit: Psilocybin.


THEFTS AND IMPAIRED DRIVERS OVER THE HOLIDAY SEASON
January 10th, 2011

Morden Police Service is investigating a theft of several power and air tools stolen from a construction trailer at the new location of Saban & Company by Boston Pizza sometime over December 20th-21st, 2010.  The trailer was locked but forced open and approximately $5000.00 worth of tools taken.
Police are asking anyone with information to call the Morden Police Service at 822-4900 or Crimestoppers.
Morden Police Service had a quiet holiday season as far as impaired drivers go, charging only one driver with impaired driving.  However since the New Year, two drivers have been charged with Impaired driving and other related offences within two days.  The most recent incident was the early morning of January 9th when a vehicle was travelling at a high rate of speed and failed to stop for police.  The vehicle was followed for a period of time with emergency lights activated, but the pursuit speeds were too high and the pursuit was ended.  The vehicle continued travelling at a high rate of speed for a couple miles on a gravel road just south-west of the Town of Morden when it lost control and hit the ditch.  The driver was treated for his injuries by paramedics at the scene and released without further medical attention required.  The 28 year old male driver from Morden who had a blood alcohol reading of 200mg%, is charged with Driving Impaired, Driving over .08, Dangerous Operation of a Motor Vehicle and Flight from Police.
Morden Police Service have charged a 35 year old Morden resident with Public Mischief following an investigation of an Armed Robbery.  On December 24th 2010, police received a report of a man who was robbed at knife point and a small amount of cash surrendered.  The victim at the time reported that he was familiar with the suspect and police arrested that individual.  After speaking with several people, it was determined that the victim was in fact making a false report.  Police later interviewed the victim who eventually admitted that he made the story up.  As a result, the man is charged with Public Mischief for misleading police in a criminal investigation.  He will be appearing in Morden Provincial Court later in January.
